Employment requirements

» Completion of a two- to four-year college program in
early childhood education or a bachelor's degree in
child development

* Licensing for early childhood educators is usually
required

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Application Types & Requirements

Child Care » Applicants do not need post-secondary education in ECE.
Assistant (CCA) + Applicants must submit two pieces of government I.D.
» Complete 40-hour course within first year of employment.

* Degree or diploma in ECE with a minimum of 1800 — 2000 study

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Recognized Education for (ECEs)

Education that is not a minimum of 2 years in length, or not
specific to ECE (such as a Bachelor of Education, Bachelor of
Human Ecology, Diploma in Child and Youth Care) or a
Montessori Diploma is not recognized for classification as an
ECE Il or ECE Il in Manitoba.

However, if you have experience working with children and hold
related diploma or degree, you may be eligible to apply for ECE
Il Prior Learning Assessment

government department,
college or university.
